Thank you for allowing us to review and offer feedback on the tentative plans to add incremental 
licensed beds at Regions Hospital in Saint Pau], Minnesota. The correspondence we received 
was not clear, however. The email requested feedback on a proposal to "add 30 licensed beds at 
Regions Hospital" thus increasing the number ofbeds from 71 to 101 beds at the existing 
inpatient psychiatric hospital for chiJdren and adolescents. The correspondence accompanying 
the email, however, requests feedback on "adding 45 licensed beds at Regions Hospital" which is 
expected to add five (5) inpatient mental health beds by the end of 2021 and 36 incremental 
licensed medical-surgical beds by the Spring of2024.
