Asthma is a chronic disease of the airways that makes breathing difficult. Asthma can be challenging, 
disruptive and frightening for those who have it, and for family, friends and caregivers. Asthma is 
different for everyone, and its symptoms and onset varies greatly from person to person. There is 
no cure for asthma but with proper treatment, people who have asthma can live normal, healthy lives.
