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Syndromic Surveillance

These syndromic surveillance data come from the Encounter Alert Service (EAS), which is utilizing an existing service to support and leverage the
development of this activity. These data provide situational awareness to help inform public health decision making, resource allocation, and other
actions.

Syndromic surveillance is a type of public health surveillance that uses near real-time data to help identify unusual activity that might need further
investigation These data help public health officials detect, monitor, and respond quickly to local public health threats and events of public health
importance. The Minnesota Department of Health is currently using data on COVID-19-related symptoms and chief complalnts reported during
emergency department and inpatient hospital visits to |dentlfy trends. This data can provide an early signal that something is happening in a
community with the outbreak even if case counts are not increasing at that time.
