For the 2017-18 school year, 67,372 of 69,807 (96.5%) kindergarteners and 69,312 of 71,312 (97.2%) seventh
graders had immunization data reported in the AISR. The kindergarten and seventh grade enroliment totals are
from the Minnesota Department of Education (MDE). The enroliment totals from MDE do not include home
school children and private schools that did not report enrollment data to MDE for the 2017-18 school year.
